· An explanation of what must be done to accommodate the child’s disability, and 
· The food(s) to be omitted and recommended alternatives, in the case of a modified meal

To ensure that our program has the necessary foods available and that our staff is adequately informed of the accommodations, please allow ten school days after the receipt of the completed form for the necessary accommodations to be in place. 

The RSU 40 School Nutrition Program MUST follow the Medical Statement for Special Dietary Needs that is on file. Please submit new documentation should your child’s dietary needs change.
